MEMORANDUM OF
UNDERSTANDING (MOU)

Zarga University, represented by the president
of Zarga University, Prof. Dr. Nidhal Al
Ramahiy, operating on the basis of the Charter
of the University of the first part and Syekh Ali
Hasan Ahmad Addary Islamic State
University, Padangsidimpuan, North Sumatra,
Indonesia represented by President of Syekh
Ali Hasan Ahmad Addary Islamic State
University, Dr. Muvhammad  Darwis
Dasopang M.Ag of the second part, hereinafter
referred as the Parties, aim to establish and
develop a strategic collaborative relationship
in order to promote academic and cultural
exchange between the two Institutions,
considering mutual priorities in education and
scientific research, have agreed on the
following basic principles of co-operation:

Article 1

The goal of the present MoU is the co-
operation in educational and scientific research
areas, development of exchange of under
graduate students, graduate students, and
faculty members. Financial obligations are not
provided hereof.

Article 2
To reach the goals of the present MoU the
Parties have agreed to:
— Assist a bilateral exchange of students,
masters, graduates, postgraduates and
teaching professors;

— Supervise or co supervise master and PhD.
Students who enrolled either in TIU or
Zarqa University.
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— Assist the opportunity of hosting potential
visiting professors from both universities.
Assist the development of joint educational
programs for bachelor and master degree
Including the programs of double-
diplomas;

Assist the  scientific  co-operation
expansion and mutual scientific projects in
the areas of mutual interest;
Make joint applications for grants and
participate in projects of International
funds;
Assist the arrangement of training for
improvement of scientific skills of
professors, postgraduates, graduates and
masters;
Exchange the experience of the
development of the advanced methods of
education;
Arrange the International forums
(symposiums, workshops and conferences)
Organize and hold joint cultural events;
Arrange the joint educational and scientific
projects.
Article 3
The Parties have agreed that the co-operation
will be arranged both between the two
universities and their structural sub-divisions
or specific collaborators In the most acceptable
way for both Parties.

Article 4

The Parties have agreed that the educational
and scientific co-operation will be arrangedon
the base of joint projects which will be signed
by the representatives of bothuniversities after
acceptance of all conditions of co-operation.

Article 5

The Parties arrange academic exchanges of
personnel in accordance with
mutualagreement on the base of Individual
Invitations.

Article 6
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This Memorandum will become effective once
it is signed by the legal representatives,
provided that independent agreements are
concluded and attached to this memorandum
for each of the activities mentioned in Article
2 and are subject to the approval of the Board
of Trustees of both parties..All changes and
amendments should be made in the writing and
signed by both Parties.

Article 7

The term of this agreement is one year, starting
from the date of its signing and ending with the
expiry of its term, with the possibility of
reconsidering the terms of the agreement in the
event of its renewal with the approval and
consent of both parties.
